3 Jesus, once more deeply moved, came to the tomb. It was a cave
with a stone laid across the entrance. ** “Take away the stone,” he
said.

“But, Lord,” said Martha, the sister of the dead man, “by this time
there is a bad odor, for he has been there four days.”

“Then Jesus said, “Did | not tell you that if you believe, you will
see the glory of God?”

“1So they took away the stone. Then Jesus looked up and

said, “Father, | thank you that you have heard me. **| knew that
you always hear me, but | said this for the benefit of the people
standing here, that they may believe that you sent me.”

14So then he told them plainly, “Lazarus is dead, > and for your
sake | am glad | was not there, so that you may believe. But let us
go to him.”

1 Then Thomas (also known as Didymus) said to the rest of the
disciples, “Let us also go, that we may die with him.”
